A Ruby on the Sandy Shore:
The Sundsvall Precinct for the Arts
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The Plans: A Place for Community, Vitality and Energy

Our composition organizes the buildings and pathways so that
light and air are distributed at the ground plane in the same
“oattern” as the rest of the town. The proposed insertion takes
as its point of departure this system of streets, blocks, open
spaces and light wells. The simple but elegant plan arises from a
series of transformative manipulations of this traditional, but
highly modern diagram to arrive at a recognizable scale, shape
and form; though it may appear different and unique the
essential nature of the place and the building elements are
distinctly of the formal character that makes Sundsvall so livable.

The central organizing strategy revolves around the placement
of the Light Well and the Galleria so as to define public space
and set up the path of circulation.

= The Light Well, at the center of the building, rises three floors
and is surmounted by clearstory windows. It is the lobby for the
main halls and the circulation zone to the overall program.

= The Gadlleria is the frontispiece to the whole complex
establishing a scale transfer between the City and the
Performing Arts precinct. With its porous edges at grade
against the pedestrian streets will be a most flexible
component. It can provide space for structured and
impromptu performances, serve as a venue for important
civic gatherings and provide year round space for semi-
outdoor activities regardless of climate and season.

The floor plans are arranged so that way-finding will be self
evident offering the greatest degree of flexibility and vitality for
intermingling of the community — especially the young. The four
main performance venues are located on the ground level with
the two largest halls located at the western, "back” edge of the
site. These are serviced by a concealed loading area and
present the eastern edge to a new plaza against which new
private development can be placed. The other two black box
type facilities, lower in head room requirements underpin the
other side of the central Light Well. These elements together with
the remainder of the program rise three floors accessible from
~_ balconies and cores located at the corners.
