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FOREWORD

This report presents six strategic insights
about the conditions for building
Ukraine back better.

The project “Future Images for
Ukraine” has become a platform for
architects representing the professional
architectural associations of Ukraine
and Sweden to discuss how they can
collaborate to meet the needs of
Ukraine.

We conclude that there is strong popular
support for strengthening the identity

of Ukraine as a sustainable European
democracy with its own characteristic
identity. Architects in Sweden and
Ukraine are committed to collaborate

in a mutual process of knowledge
exchange on sustainable planning and
architecture with heritage, resource
efficiency and public participation

in planning and design on all levels

of government: national, regional

and local. We realize that this will

also require the development of a
methodology for mutual learning, access
to open data and a reorganization

of the practice with pilot projects in

local communities to improve the local
capacity to coordinate spatial planning
for recovery. We see this as an exciting
opportunity to meet our common future
together through a better understanding
of sustainability in conditions of crises.

The project “Future Images for Ukraine”
establishes a platform for multilateral
exchange of knowledge, experience
and visions of the future between the
architects in Ukraine, Sweden and
Europe aft large.

The project is one of several similar
European initiatives promoting holistic
physical planning during the war for a
swift post-war recovery. It testifies to the
commitment of the Architects Sweden

to support Ukraine and European
democracy through rendering aid to the
architectural profession in Ukraine.

“Future Images for Ukraine” developed
from an initiative by Architects Sweden
to support architects from and in
Ukraine after the Russian invasion on
February 24, 2022. The project was
enabled by a generous funding from
the Swedish Institute (Svenska Institutet)
from June 2022 untill November 2023.
The project evolved into a partnership
between Architects Sweden and the
National Union of Architects of Ukraine
(NUAU). It has been managed with
the support of the National Architect
of Sweden Helena Bjarnegdrd at the
Boverket, the Swedish National Board
of Housing, Building and Planning;

The seminars also
attracted some other key actors in

the field, including the Swedish Civil
Contingencies Agency (MSB), the
Swedish Association of Local Authorities
and Regions (SALAR) and the County
Board of Vastra Gétaland.

This summary of the project presents
the professional voice of the architects
of Ukraine and Sweden as it appeared
in the open space for reflection, the
“Ukraine Work Space” moderated by
Architects Sweden [Sveriges Arkitekter]
from June 2022 until November 2023.
This was a series of four networking
events with seminars, workshops and
exhibitions discussing housing, heritage,
transformation and sustainability with
those architects from Ukraine and
Sweden that responded to the invitation.

The events have been instrumental
for fact finding and eliciting strategic
insights that can guide Ukraine’s
rebuilding and its collaboration with
Sweden and other countries. They
have shed light on a series of unique
facts and formulated strategic insights
about the situation and resources

for rebuilding Ukraine, which are
summarized in this report.

“Ukraine Recovery Plan” proposed by
its government at the Ukraine Recovery
Conference in Lugano, Switzerland,

in July 2022, states that Ukraine will
“build back better” and align with the
European values of democracy and
sustainability. The project “Future Images
for Ukraine” testifies to how strongly
this policy resonates with the architects
and urban planners in Ukraine. Their
work combines a strong technical bias
with imaginative reflection, generating

project ideas for democratic and
sustainable rebuilding.

The seminars testify to that planning for
democratic sustainable rebuilding is @
shared concern and that this must be
grounded on a differentiation between
the short-, mid-, and long-term.

The main contribution to the seminars
from the Swedish side was to foreground
the responsibility of architects to balance
climate change concerns with other
interests. It also demonstrated the
importance of strategic planning for
sustainable development, including

the support of urban biodiversity,

reuse of old buildings and careful
calculation of the climate to guide
alternative architectural designs and

to promote the significance of the
quality of public space. We have also
learnt that the Swedish model of the
planning monopoly exercised by the
municipal government, combined

with the principle of coordination
between public and private initiatives
and an ongoing dialogue between the
local, regional and national levels,

can be an inspiration for the reform

of the planning system underway in
Ukraine. The Swedish model also
reveals the advantages of balancing the
governmental, economic, professional,
and public interests in decision-making
and its key role in successful rebuilding,
allowing all these actors to find
constructive ways to collaborate.

The Swedish best practices demonstrate
how reconstruction can be based on
caring about the people’s memories,
careful reuse of existing resources,

and the explicit political objective to
become a sustainable and democratic
member state of the European Union.
The project further shows that it is such
work depends on the community having
access to architectural competency and
sufficient capacity to coordinate the
rebuilding at the local level.

The strategic insights that are presented
in this report are the result of the
discussion in the editorial board of the
results of the four seminars. The editorial
board is indebted to contributions by

the participants to these insights with
their rich knowledge about architecture
and planning in Ukraine and Sweden.

They envisage potential bilateral
exchanges between professional
architects of Ukraine and Sweden and
follows the principles set up by the
Architects Council of Europe (ACE) to
aid the architects in Ukraine: support
sustainable redevelopment with fairness
and tailor-made solutions through co-
creation with Ukrainian colleagues.

The strategic insights from the Project
will inform further collaboration in
various fields, including competency

have become the symbol of the war.

But the destruction is not limited to
housing: apart from military targets,

it has affected a broad spectrum of
infrastructure and civil services like
hospitals, libraries, theaters, and schools.
The case of the the village of Moschun,

a suburb dominated by cottages to the
north of Kyiv, can serve as an example of
the most typical scenario of destruction
beyond the emblematic images of large
apartment buildings (Fig. 4).

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Yet, it is the destruction of monuments of
cultural heritage that gives the strongest
evidence proving that the Russian
aggression is not limited by military
goals: it aims at complete subjugation of
the national identity of Ukraine through
total war and acts of terror (Fig. 5).

However, this report does not merely
document the destruction; rather, it
infroduces a framework for thinking
about democratic and sustainable
rebuilding.

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STRATEGIC INSIGHTS FOR THE
FUTURE OF UKRAINE

This summary features strategic insights
about the needs for a democratic and
sustainable rebuilding of Ukraine,
discussed in the Project.

(1) Sustainable and democratic
rebuilding

During the war, Ukraine has set two
clear goals for itself: to become a
European democracy and to have

a sustainable future. The work of
Ukrainian architects during the war-
time testifies to the fact that these goals
have become their common ground for
practical thinking. These goals motivate
Ukrainian architects to develop their
professional competences and learn
more about architectural practice in
other European countries, focusing on
sustainable construction, sustainable
cities, participatory planning and
systems for monitoring quality and
sustainability.

Even though the focus must be on the
immediate needs for shelter and basic
services, a strategic understanding
must also be developed of how and
where reconstruction will be most
effective to enable an efficient recovery
on the intermediate term while not
disabling the longterm construction of a
sustainable city.

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Sustainable construction implies using
technologies that reduce the urban
environmental footprint, toxicity, and
carbon emissions and promote urban
biodiversity. This requires transformation
of infrastructure, application of new
building technologies and new materials
and planning approaches which could
integrate them into urban design.
Sustainable construction reuses the
current built environment and materials
mined from destructed buildings. It also
requires documentation of the tangible
remains of important sites and buildings
to assess the extent of their damage,
their need for conservation and their
potential for reconstruction. Sustainable
construction can use timber structures,
3D-printed houses and their elements,
smart panels or reuse concrete panels
and foundations (Fig. 6).

Sustainable cities require developing
climate-friendly smart mobility and
bluegreen public spaces that improve
the city resilience to climate change and
its manifestations: heatwaves, wildfires,
torrential rains and storm flooding. At
the same time, sustainable cities require
bomb shelters and multiple access roads
to improve their resilience to hostilities.

Participatory planning is a more
democratic approach that requires
localized decisions and a communicative
practice that include stakeholders and
local communities in the planning and
design of buildings and cities.

Monitoring of quality and sustainability
implies setting up transparent systems
for tracking and assessment of
performance indicators of sustainability
and architectural quality, including the
standard of services. This is a process of
monitoring local environmental situation
like the quality of air and water, the
extent of biodiversity, architectural quality,
effective territorial use, and regional and
global issues like carbon emissions and
use of toxic material.

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(2) Architectural identity and
memorialization of public
space

One of the key concerns expressed by
the Project participants was in what
way new architecture could channel the
ambition of the Ukrainian nation for a
sustainable and democratic future.

From the point of view of sustainability,
the role of architecture is to enable
people to live in a more resource-
efficient way, avoiding pollution, and
to translate this lifestyle into a local
tradition. The knowledge exchange
facilitated by the Project indicates that
such eco-consciousness has not yet
established itself in Ukraine.

The richness and diversity of the
cultural heritage and the memories of
the people of Ukraine is an important
resource for its rebuilding.

The destruction of the built environment
can be seen as a trauma, which has
both physical and mental and social
dimensions.

There is a crucial need to memorialize
the traumatic events of the ongoing war
as well as of the recent Soviet period in
the public space to mediate the process
of reconciliation and mental recovery.

demonstrates that despite thirty years

of independence, Ukraine as a nation
has not yet found its ideology, culture or
architecture.

Ukraine is characterised by a certain
dualism: a growing self-awareness of
an independent nation combined with
its dependence on entrenched Soviet
imperial traditions and close affiliation
with Russia. But also the dualism of
market economic reform combined with
the Soviet centralistic tradition. This has
resulted in a specific form of oligarchic
capitalism which is on its way to
disenfranchise the people and limit their
liberties. But the many initiatives during
the war also points to that a more
democratic approach could emerge
after the war if this is promoted actively
by new institutions.

The construction of a new architectural
identity will require a re-interpretation

of the Soviet legacy that served as the
background for local Ukrainian heritage.
For example, the Constructivism of

the 1920’s was also a local Ukrainian
invention that connected Ukraine to

the international movement and not
exclusively to Russia. Later this creative
impulse was condemned by the Soviet
Union and so several important
Constructivist monuments from the
period were rebuilt within a monumental
classicist style.

This can be exemplified with the multiple
transformations of the administration
building in Kharkiv, which started

as a seat of the Russian Imperial
provincial administration, underwent
Constructivist transformation to become
the Communist party headquarters

and was reshaped yet again into an

administrative building (Fig.9,10,and 11).

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The monumental Soviet legacy is
another key concern. Many participants
have expressed their wish to introduce
the European scale and intimacy to
public spaces in Ukraine.

The European approach to making
urban space can be illustrated by the
market square in the city of Drohobych,
typical for the western part of Ukraine.
Today this public space represents the
idea of local self-governance.

The Russian imperial legacy in the
central and eastern parts of Ukraine,
including the city of Poltava, is much
more monumental in character as it was
intended to demonstrate the authority of
the central Tsarist government.

The Soviet style of public space
planning has left Ukraine with still more
legacy of large-scale public spaces:
though spatially less well-defined, it

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still preserves some of the imposing
authority of the Russian imperial public
spaces (Fig. 12)

This implies that a critical region-specific
re-interpretation and re-creation of such
vital democratic urban space can be a
way forward.

The spirit of collaboration demonstrated
during the Russian aggression shows
that civil society, which will provide a
foundation for a new democracy after
the war, is growing stronger in Ukraine.
The protection, conservation and re-
interpretation of the built heritage is an
important resource for the reconstruction
of both the built environment

and infrastructure and the social
communities in Ukraine. But there is an
obvious shortage of multidisciplinary
expertise for local communities to set
strategic priorities and to implement
them in their work. There is also a need
to get access to the efficient methods of
assessing and documenting the damage
and destruction of heritage.

(3) Reconfiguring national
and regional territorial
functionality

The need for a regional and even
national functional reconfiguration of
Ukraine’s territory in order to align with
Europe was a maijor strategic insight
facilitated by the Project. The participants
argued that Ukrainian authorities

can only understand what to do with
the destroyed cities by first defining

the question in a broader context of
the transformation of the territorial
organization of Ukraine resulting from
the Russian aggression. Rebuilding
cannot rely on the previous national
planning for infrastructure with its now
dysfunctional assumption of peaceful
trade with Russia. This means that the
regional and national territorial zoning
must be reinvented in the short-term,
midterm and long-term perspective.

The conducted seminars have
convincingly demonstrated that
Ukraine’s rebuilding must consider the
overall redistribution of functions along
its territory resulting from the war. For
example, the development of western
Ukraine will transform many local
cities like Uman’ and motivate them

to introduce future-oriented visionary
strategic planning (Fig. 13).

The functional re-ordering is primarily
driven by practical concerns in the

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situation of the ongoing war such as
having production facilities at a safe
distance from the war zone, the need
for a better transportation connection
with Europe and the relocation of the
internally displaced population. But
some of those transformations will
probably be long-lasting, and therefore
need careful consideration. For example,
the refugee camps and intermediate
housing must be considered along the
social and psychological needs of the
displaced population, and the memories
they bring along.

This process of adapting to the new
situation must become part of the
planning at the regional and national
levels and a topic for consultations with
the public and specific stakeholders
and experts. There are several voluntary
initiatives in Ukraine to support this
process, but they must be connected

to the political decision making. This
will ensure a better representation

of the diversity of interests of various
population groups at the regional and
local administrative levels of planning,
while supporting the cohesion of the
national identity within the broader
European context.

This will require a longterm view and a
capacity to work with strategic regional
and even national planning in an
inclusive way which respects the integrity
of local communities on all levels of the
administration.

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(4) Local capacity to coordinate
recovery

Another major insight of the Project is
that the administrative reform in Ukraine
has vested the local level with more
autonomy and responsibility for the local
territorial development. At the same
time, the seminars reveal that the local
level capacity to guide and coordinate
the actions of public administration and
private investors with the interests of the
local community in mind needs to be
improved.

There is need for local urban forums
where the challenges and possible
development of the urban fabric and
its spatial qualities, environmental
pollution, architectural heritage and
culture and their combined significance
can be discussed.

For instance, the deficiencies of the
Soviet system for planning could be
counterbalanced with a national policy
for architecture to guide strategic
planning at the local level to open for
more consultative approaches. This
could increase the influence of local
stakeholders on plans and also result
in a better representation of the real
needs of the local population and local
ecology.

Such policy is also needed to
counterbalance the tendency in
local governments to instrumentalize

planning for private interests, while
giving insufficient consideration to the
needs of the local population and local
environmental problems.

To this end, actors in urban development
in Ukraine need to develop their
communicative skills and have access to
expert knowledge.

Local platforms for expert
communication can be instrumental

During the war-
time, local and professional initiatives
are gaining momentum to develop a
new mode of planning and to eliminate
the deficiencies challenging local
communities and cities since before
the war (Fig. 14). The willingness

to participate in this kind of local
interdisciplinary discussions indicates
openness to mutual learning and
collaboration to design plans for the
future recovery.

There is also a need to differentiate the
responsibilities of different administrative
decision-making levels: the framework
policy should be shaped at the national
level, the regional level should provide
for the territorial strategy and the local
level should be responsible for the
quality standards, including the quality
of public spaces.

A communicative democratic approach
can be developed in pilot projects

with motivated local communities and
regions with support for knowledge
sharing from the national level. This
includes regulation that promotes
innovation, funding of research,
documentation of experiences and open
data sharing.

The rural communities should also be
addressed and supported to develop
their shared local services with pilot
projects.

(5) Methodology for mutual learning
and formation of data

Another major strategic insight of

the Project is the needs to create a

new participatory and transparent
planning methodology and to unlock
the potential of using digital planning
tools to generate and process data for a
specific geographic location. This can be
understood in terms of a digital platform
for localized collaboration that connects
all the stakeholders to a project and
facilitates their communication and their
access to local data. But it also implies
the formation and selection of this data.

Rational planning must be grounded
on reliable data. But data in urban
planning is not only hard facts about
topography, local climate and all
kinds of local community services.

It must also be grounded on the
memories and experiences of the
people living in the community. Their
experiences of their site as well as the
values which enable the community
to cooperate in an effective way to
develop the local economy must be
represented in the planning process
and negotiated with other interests in
a balanced way. Therefore planning
must include the local population and
let them describe and document their
experiences connected to places in the
city. Considering the ongoing war and
the Soviet legacy, these experiences will
include the traumas connected to the

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present and historical atrocities that
have affected the population.

But it cannot stop at that. It must also
include the public discourse about the
city among the major stakeholders,
which constitutes the shared values
and agreements for its development.
This requires a capacity and agency to
interact with a broad range of local,
regional and, in some cases, also
national and international stakeholders
during the planning process.

Once all those agents have agreed on
the formation of data, the data must
also be shared in a way that makes

it accessible for all kinds of analyses
by different experts to identify specific
possibilities in the project situation.

In Ukraine some of this information

is associated to the territorial objects

of the digital cadastre (real estate
landed property registry). This can

be used to connect general data to
specific geographic locations, but it

will need to be complemented with
various kinds of information about local
opinions, services, culture, economy and
demography. More complex aggregates
of data about specific projects could
potentially also be shared in a formal
digital system like a Digital Twin for

the city to make them more accessible
to critical evaluation in research as

well as assessment of the aggregated
consequences of changes in different
parameters (Fig. 15).

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will also be useful. Feedback from their
practical application should be analyzed
to adjust the system for control and
assessment of the rebuilding outcomes.
The start of local projects will also
require platforms to set up consortia and
partnerships bringing together all the
key participants in urban development:
architects and technical consultants,
users and construction companies, but
also many other stakeholders.

(6) Organization of the practice
local pilot projects

The final important strategic insight
from the project was that there are now
many planning initiatives in Ukraine that
develops the methodology of planning
for recovery in various ways while at the
same time the entire legislation is being
reformed. As a result, for a short time,
the Project has become a platform for
sharing experience from some of such
various initiatives.

The report testifies that there is a

need for the practice of architecture
and planning in Ukraine to abandon
its predominantly soviet-materialistic
mode of operation in favour of a more
democratic communicative mode,
which gives more prominence to the

A good way to achieve this is local
pilot projects in housing districts

where municipalities make plans for
shared functions like roads, parks

and infrastructure for comprehensive
districts in dialogue with potential
investors and stakeholders. This makes
it easier for investors to share the risk
and to coordinate their investments with
other actors in a way that contributes
to the total urban quality of the local
community. It also helps international
collaboration, knowledge sharing

and innovation together with local

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international actors, businesses and
universities in a mutual process of
learning and exchange of knowledge
and ideas.

It can be argued that planning in
Sweden and Europe is at the threshold
of adopting a new mode of planning
which is more dynamic and responsive
to changes in the relations between
psychological, social, ecological and
material aspects of a site. However a
transfer to this mode of planning in
Ukraine will require a new and more
systematic organization of the practice,
including the urban development
market, the planning system and
methods to make them interact in
productive ways. To ensure this, all

the actors in urban development must
be accountable for their actions. Such
accountability can be improved with
fair and free competition of products
and services. Apart from the system of

service providers, the ability of local self-

government to coordinate the territorial
development in their community in

a more dynamic, responsive and
transparent way requires that they have
this capacity. They will need architects
who can apply various instruments for
the coordination of creative proposals,
including architectural and urban
design competitions, round tables and
pilot programmes. There is a need for
a system of practices, consultancies,
entrepreneurs, and real estate
developers that share an understanding
of the distribution of agencies and

responsibilities and respect each other
on the local level. National, regional
and local architectural policies can

be used to guide the practice to better
performance and focus on long-term
values for the citizens. Only then will
the system be productive and resilient to
changes.

At the same time, our insight also points
at the need for a more institutionalized
arrangement of such knowledge-sharing
in the longer perspective. A similar
arrangement will also be needed to
share feedback on legal reforms. This
knowledge exchange must be supported
by capacity building for the local level
with universities and lifelong learning
activities for practitioners. In this context,
the public sector should consider

and support the role, which research
institutes and universities could play in
the feedback process. They will also
add a meta-theoretical level of critical
reflection to the process of shaping

the methodology and structuring the
relevant data. Their involvement is also
crucial to ensure self-innovation of the
urban transformation system.
